It is an offence not to clean up
after your dog on footpaths,

bridlepaths, parks, grass verges
and amenity areas in the district.

Dog mess can contain a number of things
which can make people ill; the best known is a
roundworm called toxocara canis. If the eggs of
this worm are swallowed it can result in a range
of problems from aches and pains to breathing
difficulties and, in the worst case, blindness.

Generally, land in the open air to which the

public has access: The risk to health can be reduced by:
® by right e Worming your dog regularly
e with the owner’s permission e Always clearing up after your dog
® by payment e Good hygiene practice

® verges on roads with a
speed limit of 40mph or less

® public rights of way,
i.e. footpaths and bridlepaths

There are over 250 dog waste bins and 1,000
litter bins that can be used around the district.

As a responsible dog owner
you should pick up after your

dog has fouled at all times. Do not use the nearest tree, hedge or spare land
to dispose of your dog poo bag.

You can also use your dustbin at home.
